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HOW TO DECIPHER A PLANT PASSPORT LABEL 

 

 
A: Botanical name: can be genus and species but varieties are not required 

B: Registration number of the grower, which is the Plant Passport number too 

C: The grower’s traceability or batch code 

D: the two-letter country code indicating the country of origin or despatch
